Itis all too easy to overlook the views of very young children and assume
that parents and professionals can speak on their behalf.

This tri-service project focused on gathering the views directly from
the young children themselves and it proved that they do indeed have
their own very de nite views, can articulate them very clearly and have
some very powerful messages to share.

It was important for the project to faithfully gather the children’s own thoughts

and feelings without too much in uence from adults and to achieve this, surveys,

games, drawings and stories were all used as vehicles to facilitate discussions.

A big message is LISTEN to children..
